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Prgm Note 19: Need to provide data points for PSA over time.
May need to provide additional biopsy points if al are negative
May need to select different imaging techniques andfor bio-
markers

May need to confirm metastasis.

Prgm Note 21: Watchful wating is often recommended
when PSA values are low or unchanging and/or when the
patient is elderly or unhealthy such that he is likely to die
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Prgm Note 23: Regardless of the surgery, there may
need to be some additional treatrment by chernical
means, especially if pathology of tissue removed
indicates metastasis

Side Effects of infection, incontinence and impotency are
typical associated risks

Post-Surgery surgical intenventions are sometimes
indicated to counter side eflects of nital surgery.

Prgm Note 24: There are side effects and risks
associated with each of the altematives. If chernicals are
taken to offset side effects of surgery or radiation (as
sidenafil), there may be additional side eflects

Pain medications are generally prescribed for late stage
metastasis to the bone

Gene Therapy is not a current option

Prgm Note 25: Localized surgical interventions always
carty the risk of "rmissing” some of the cancerous tissue
and then requiring follow-up treatment and/or surgery to
complete the removal.

Side Efects of incontinence and impotency may be less
for these altematives, justifying the risk of an incomplete
rernoval
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
